Rabies vaccinations
for cats required
by state law

The City of Albion has
witnessed some cases of
cat owners within its city
limits not vaccinating
their animals for rabies, a
requirement in the state of
Illinois.

Rabies vaccination by
a licensed veterinarian is
required in Illinois for all
cats four months old and
older. This law went into
effect as of Jan. 1, 2020.

Department of Agriculture de-
fines food insecurity as a lack
of consistent access to enough
food for an active, healthy life.
Food insecurity is the limited
or uncertain availability of nu-
tritionally adequate and safe
foods or limited or uncertain
ability to acquire acceptable
foods in socially acceptable
ways.

“In 2016, an estimated 1in 8
Americans were food insecure,
equating to 42 million Amer-
icans including 13 million
children.”
